He
had tried to rob the woman, who told
him to fuck off, whereupon he shot her
in the head. The judge said that losing
his career was punishment in itself.
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Generally speaking, men hold all the positions of power in society - politicians,
bosses, lawyers, judges, doctors, ete. Men make the laws and decisions that affect
our lives daily. Roughly half the poeple in this country are female, wWith that in
mind, how can a man assume he knows best about women's needs?

The laws on rape are only one topic badly needing revision. It"s ourious that in

in spite of the fact rape is a violent crime by men against women, men always make
the laws dealing with rape. Abortien, painful menstruation and childbirth are things
that directly affect women. No man can possibly understand fully, how & woman in
any of these situations feels. Yet in their arrogance men assume the right to tell
us about our bodies. Almost any male doctor will tell you that painful periods are
all in the mind. How the hell does he know? He doesn't have periods!

The P8pe upholds traditions that are centuries old. The Catholie Church still den-
ounces abortion, contraception and divorce. Considering that the Pope is celibate
and will never have to face these problems, what right does he have to force his

Refuse to go to see films that depict violence against women , eg, Dressed
to kill and The SHiming, If you get a bit more courage hand leaflets to
people going to see such films or boycott cinemas showing such trash., Write
rude lefiers to newspapers telling them what you think of page 3. Lots of
other people do, so when enough complaints are made they will have to take
notice. Complain about literally all the sexist filth around you and encour-
age other people, male and female to do the same. Never buy goods which use
sex to sell their merchandise = find other brands and write letters to the
appropriate firm to tell them why you will no longer buy their goods.

Women must not be seen as sex objects so how you dress goes a long way to
painting a picture for males to wank over - or see you as an individual who
may possess inteligence, Never be afraid to critisize a woman if she is

Advertising provides: us with identity. We all want to look like the girl in the
shampoo ad, or have the sex appeal of the guy in the aftershave commerciazl, So
off we rush to buy the appropriate product. If the desired result is achieved
the chances are that adverts are refreshing the parts reality can't reach,

Adverts always portray people as happy—go—lﬁéki, young,slim, smiling, sexy,
heterosexual people. If you don't fit every one of these descriptions, you're
obviously not 'normal' and better go out and buy something to rectify theproblem.

Perhaps the real reason they portray people this way is that sometimes the truth
hurts, ‘How would you react if you switched on the TV and were faced with &
vastly overweight, spotty child, singing the joys of Mars Bars? Picture an
unshaven, bad-tempered, hungover husband breakfasting on asprins, or & group of
unhealthy dogs vomiting over their petfood. Consider the fact that 4Tk of women
in this country are size 16+ and I'm sure you can see why most of us would
prefer to identify with the stereotypes.

Advertising creates illusions and standards that we all try to aspire to - but
very few can afford. Surely it's more important to create your own identity,
rather than go out and buy one, By telling us that we must constantly consume
~advertisers are creating all kinds of problems from crime to neurotic women,

They numb our minds and help us to accept war by letting us stage our own imagin-
ary battles., They sell us dreams and promises of Utopia, but no matter how much
we buy, happiness is still out of reach.
